George Howlett, the President welcomed all. He particularly mentioned those normally playing at Croxley Green. He commented on how very successful the club has been over the last 21 years and commented on the progress that has been made; for example, the results are now available within a minute of the last board being completed. George also thanked Doug for all his hard work over the last year and, indeed, over the 5 years he has been Chairman at the Club.
2. Apologies for absence:  Adrienne Finch, Martin Isham, Robert and Beverley Teesdale, Brenda and Peter Harwood, Dorothy and Guy Gimpel, Liz Crook, Gerald Williams and Philomena Pyburn
3. Motion to approve the minutes of the 2012 AGM:  omitted
4. Chairman’s report. Doug thanked all volunteers for their hard work over the year. Rob Pyburn has designed a new web-site so that members of the Committee can add their own information. Also thanks to Bob and Gwen Cozens for organising the Christmas Party which was a great success. Bob Cozens and Martin Isham have now completed EBU directing course. Doug also thanked Terry Butfield for organising the competitions: Wednesday evening teams have been particularly successful.
Attendance has been slightly down this year with 40 fewer members and 29 new members. Decrease in income has been partially offset by increase in profit from the Christmas Party.
A message of “thanks” has been received from Rod Lacey, Chairman of the Friends of Michael Sobell House. Our contribution is greatly valued.
5. Treasurer’s report.  We have, once again, managed to donate £30,000 to the hospice. We made a profit of £31,897.05 so we will be able to donate a further £1,000. Table fees were down by 4.16% but this was offset by a decrease in expenditure (7.58%). The new community bank account has been running since last Summer and that has cut our charges.
Profit from Bridge Suppers decreased by 38.28% but the Christmas Party made £649.68 despite this being a non-profit event. This is mainly due to a successful raffle. Weekends remain popular and have netted a profit of £ 1655.09. Profit from Sim Pairs and competitions have reduced.

The net surplus for the year was down by 1.25% to £31,897.05 which is a good result considering the economic climate.

The annual subs for 2013 have increased to £10
Thanks were given to Michael Tucker, assistant treasurer for his untiring work and to Howard Atkins for auditing the accounts.

7. Election of Honorary Auditor: Howard Atkins was proposed by Bob Cozens  and  seconded by Anne Edmonds.

8. Secretary’s report: Sheena thanked Shirley Tucker (membership secretary) and Adrienne Finch (minutes secretary) for their hard work. There had been no need to use the formal Disciplinary Procedure this year.
9. Election of committee members.  Those currently in post were prepared to stand again and they were elected unanimously. Proposed by Anne  McConnell and seconded by Howard Atkins.
